as dress, hair, make-up, body language and voice.

A person’s chosen name and pronouns are also
common ways of expressing gender.

Gender expression does not automatically
correspond to one’s gender identity. For instance,
a woman may dress in pants and shirts and have
short hair — generally related by society to a
‘man’s’ gender expression.

Another example: a person assigned male at birth
who wears a saree isn’t automatically a
transgender woman. They may still identify as a
man, or as non-binary, or any other gender
identity.

Usually,
LGBTQIA+/queer persons ‘come out’ multiple
times throughout their lives in different interactions
with different people. That is, it's not a ‘one-time’
event.

NOTE: There is criticism and discourse around the
fact that LGBTQIA+ persons have to ‘come out’ at
all — because the assumption in society is that
everyone is, or ought to be, cisgender and
straight.
